Users can define their own custom reports either using the poweitfuin report writer or using
third party packages accessing a ‘reporting database’ that comes comatgmathteTrack. These
can be combined with the standard reports to create dashboards.

Standard Reports

There are 1000’s of combinations of Standard Reports. Each standard report can be run from any
relevant point in the business hierarchy and most have many options to choose from.

The powerful trend reports are particularly useful. Many projects may appear toitne amd on
budget from typical financial reports, but schedule deviation and potential problenepoea may
show a different story.
